Minutes of Gresford Trust Meeting: 14th July 2011

The Chair welcomed two visitors R Heaton and D Nicholls
Minutes of  last meeting Amend Ri Williams was not present, Approved, proposed S Daulby, seconded M Heaton
Matters arising. Gas/electricy to review in 12 months , cannot be done at the moment because of contact with Scottish Power. Premises – 3 extra car parking spaces provided, bowls shelters completed – members are not happy as shelters are not big enough. Painting of exterior has started. Discussions ongoing regarding additional storage. Application has been made to Village Hall Fund for re-decoration at the Constitutional Club £1,880 – a decision is expected in July, CCTV ongoing, PAT Test list being prepared
Presentation. Discussion took place regarding installation of photo voltaic cells – earn feed-in tariff funding. An initial report has been produced by Mr R Heaton and Mrs D Nicholls which was presented to the meeting.  It is important if we decide to proceed that the installation is up and running by 31st March 2012 to take advantage of the current feed in tariff for the full 25 years of the scheme. The report was presented and an in depth discussion took place regarding the contents. Proposal was then made to progess the report to a stage of obtaining 3 quotes to be presented to the Trust. Proposed by V Davies, Seconded by V Shields, agreed unanimously. The Chairman thanked R Heaton and D Nicholls for their thorough professional report. The meeting was advised of a Trade Fair  to be held in the Hall on Saturday 27th August 12-4pm for residents to gather information on the alternative technologies available. Everyone welcome
Treasurer’s Report. Accounts have been finalised and are currently with the auditor.
Finance Committee Report.  The budget was discussed – due to the retirement of D Pallett the Chairman asked for volunteers to take this forward, monitor and present at each meeting – interested parties to contact the Chairman
Health & Safety.  S Harris taking forward, minor changes to forms required to meet with M Heaton to discuss
Premises & Projects. Repairs had been carried out to the roof of the Constitutional Club. 
Club & Affiliated Groups - Reports.  Tennis Club BBQ 10th July  Bowls  mixed season so far for 11 teams, good turnouts and they have increased membership, Pavilion well thought of by visitors, Snooker meters stolen last month cost £3600 to replace with new meters and security strapping, additional security lock had been fitted to snooker hall internal door. . Cricket Club. U 13s played in Wales final at Newport and were runners up to Cardiff City. Waiting to ECB to advise if funding for new nets had been approved. IMAGE event 27th August help with parking requested, a new member of the group Mary Griffiths wanted to erect bunting around fences  to welcome people to the National Eisteddfod in Wrexham, Dave Savage was redesigning the logo and helping with website. Community Council.  Councillor had asked for CCTV to be provided at Allington Park. British Legion  Thanked the Trust for  help with the 90th Anniversary Celebration raised £2,500 over the weekend which has gone to  the Poppy Appeal. Weather could have been kinder but the evening was a great success, D Savage was working with the Legion and Snooker Club to design new  notices. Methodist Church still exists, want to make a bigger contribution to the Village, the Fete held recently had been a successful occasion 
Craft Group. The annual exhibition at Church and in Hall had raised £5358.67, visitors were up (862), The Group had distributed funds to the following Gresford Church £1,200, Nightingale House £1,200, Brownies £600, Brain Injury Charity £600, Epilepsy Wales £600, Help for Heroes £600 and Gresford Trust £1,200 and cheque was presented for this amount to the Chairman. The group were to continue throughout the summer at the request of members.
